v Program Evaluations that hold standards to community work so that it may become ever more
refined, measurably successful, and prestigious

v Curricular Reform Descriptions proposing or describing changes to formal curricula that
incorporate the community

v Analysis of Policy (real or proposed) identifying key barriers to change and implications of such
policies for communities

Of particular interest are manuscripts related to universal health coverage, immigrant health
issues, abortion laws, pharmacy predatory pricing, mental health, post traumatic stress disorder,
child health disparities, the influence of pharmaceutical companies in health professional schools,
and religious perspectives on curriculum, health care decisions, or health policy.
